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Abstract

Objectives of this independent study were to develop classroom speaking activities.
for Prathom Suksa 5 students and compare pre-test and post-test means scores of their
speaking skills. The samples included 16 Prathom Suksa 5 students studying in the second
semester/1998 at Wat Ta Kan School, the Cffice’ of San Pa Tong District Primary
Education, Chiang Mai Province. The instruments used for gathering data were 5 of
speaking skill practice activities, an achievement test and a speaking evaluation form. The
data were analyzed by computing mean, standard deviations and then presented through of
tables and explanation.

The findings of study were as follows:

1. Five classroom speaking activities included self-introduction, news repoting,
picture description, experience story telling and role playing were advantageous for
developing students speaking skills. Students improved their classroom speaking skills in
terms of clear pronulnciation, self-confidence, appropriate gestures. They also presented
topics sequentially, substantially and interestingly.

2. The post-test scores of knowledge and skills were higher than those of pre-test.
