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Abstract

.This study was aimed to survey and compare the students’ opinions towards the
activities in Maejo University, Chiang Mai Province, as classified according to sex, faculty
and university level. The group sample was composed of first year to fourth year students
who are registered in undergraduate programs during the second semester of the academic
year, 1998-1999 in Maejo University, Chiang Mai Province. The students, a total 581, carhe
from the Faculties of Agricultural Production, Agricultural Business, Science and _
Engineering and Agro-Industry. The study tool was comprised of questionnaires and the
analysis of data was done in percentages, mean, analysis of variance and coefficient using
a t-test and F-test. Results of the study showed that :

1. The students’ opinions towards the student activities at each university level
were at the highest level.

2. Comparison between students’ opinions according to sex, faculty and university
level showed no significant difference.

3. Guidelines in improving student activities indicated the following
recommendations by most students in the study, namely : the number of faculty members
assigned in student activity section should be increased ; students should not be forced to
join the activities; activities which do not merit the students’ interest should be decreased;

and, activities which interfere with students’ learning should also be reduced.
