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Abstract

The purposes of this research aimed to find out aboul conditions and problems of school
health service in schools under the office of Mae Al District primary education, Chiang Mai
Province and study student’s opinions concerning school health service. The sample consisted
39 school health teachers and 260 Prathom Suksa 6 students in schools under the office of Mae
Al District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. The instruments used in data collecting
consisted of questionnaires for the teachers and students. The collected data were analyzed
by computing frequencies, percentage and standard deviation. The findings of this study were as
follows:

1. As regard to conditions of school health service, the school health teachers opinioned
that the buildings were clean, good atmosphere and safe. The canteen and lavatories had enough
spaces for students. They were cleaned and well-taken care of health services. Measuring
weights and heights were monthly provided and the sick students were looked after well by the
school.

The health rooms were tidy, but mostly were not separated rooms. Equipments and
medicine were not enough for the whole year.

Most parents lacked of knowledge to look after their children’s heaith. The children

were not confident to take care of themselves.



The problems encountered were lack of funds to support school health service and
organize the health rooms for students.

2. Regarding students’ opinions about the school health services, most students wanted
their school ground grown with many flowers and planis to help create fresh and health
atmosphere.  They also wanted to have enough sport and game equipments, and occasionaly

visited by medical doctors lo provide students with knowledge and health care services.
