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Abstract

The objective of this study is to find out the causes of drug abuse and drug
behaviour at Chiang Rai Technical College, Chiang Rai province. The focus is on various
factors, such as, the students, reference groups : parents, guardians, peer groups, environmental
influence and the prevalence of narcotics to see if they are the factors of and related to drug
abuge and how they influence the drug use behaviour of the students. The data were collected
from 6 student studying in the certificate and diploma levels, who had experienced in drug
abuses. The methods of data coliection was in-depth interview with guidelines.

It was discovered that the students themselves did not have a correct perception on
narcotics. They had abused drugs due to curiosith, personal problems, incorrect values and
inappropriate use of free times. For reference groups including parents, guardians, family
relationship, environmental influence, peer groups and the prevalence of narcotics, it was
revealed that they did bave a relationship to drug abuse. For the drug abuse behaviour of the
students, it was found that the students' abuses of cigarettes, alchoholics and amphetamines,
both in the past and at present, were temporary. In addition to that, the students well realized

the harms and dangers of narcotic substances.
