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AbstractA

The purpose of this independent study was to survey practical problems of
guidance teachers in Educational Opportunity Expansion Schools under the Office of
Lampang Provincial Primary Education. The data was collected using questionnaires
which answered by 53 guidance teachers. Data were analyzed using frequency,
percentage and standard deviation.

From the results of the survey, it can be concluded that the practical problems in
general for guidance teachers were in the following areas: the most significant problem
was lack of budget, and as a result, there was insufficient materials and .equipments to
support their works. For individual inventory service, the results showed that the
respondents lack the tools for collecting data followed by how to apply the information in
providing individual inventory service. Conceming the information service : career library
presented the biggest probiem. Also there were problems in providing students with
informaiion about curriculum. The prime problem faced in the counseling service was
counseling students with behavioral problems. The second was consulting students about
further siudies or career choices. The coordinating of staff and access to data about

student scholarships were the primary probléms found in the placement service. The



management of the free lunch project for students also proved to be a secondary problem
area. Finally in follow-up service, the main problem was found in the follow-up of students
who were absent from class. A secondary problem was found in the follow-up of the

student's study results.
