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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine adaptation and dependent
care agency for Stroke patients before being discharged frorh Nakomping
Mospital. The subjects consisted of 90 dependent care agenis of Stroke
patients in Nakomping Hospifal who were discharged during the period of
March, 1° to May, 31" 1999. The instrument was a questionnarie about
demographic data of the patients and dependent care agents, adaptation and
dependent care agency for Stroke patienis. Data were analyzed by using SPSS
for WINDOWS program for frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and
the Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient.

The results of this study revealed that:

1. The total adaptations .of dependent care agents were at a good
~level. Considering each adaptive mode, it was found that there were four good
adaptations: physical, self - concept, role function and interdependent mode.

2. The total dependent care agencies for Stroke patients were at a high

level. Considering each dependent care agency, it was found that there were



five high dépendent care agencies: ability of knowledge and decision making
experience, health care, self-confidence in health, Health status awareness and
action of role-model. |

3. There was positive significant correlation at the level of .01 between
total adaptation dependent care agents and {iotal dependent care agencies for

Stroke patients. (r = .700)
