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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the use of sound laboratory in schools attached
to the Office of Mae Chaem District Primary Education, Chiang Mai province. The sample were 84
teachers using sound laboratory. The instrument used to collect the data was the questionnaire
that administered in the first semester of 1999. The data were analyzed by using frequencies,
percentages and presented in the form of table and description. The result were as follows :
1. Conditions of using the sound laboratory
Teachers used the laboratory 1-3 times per week, mostly teaching mathematics and
English for practicing skills of students. Moreover, they used for remedial teaching in English and
producing instructional materials such as worksheet and tape casette. They used television more
often than other equipments, mostly communicating with students by head phone. After using the
sound laboratory, teachers and students took responsibility to put the" equipments in the proper
places.
2. Result of using the sound iaboratory.
Students showed enjoyable, interested, active participated in learning everyday. They
had more understanding with higher learning achievement in all subjects, especially in English.
Teachers were eagerly to find the variety of teaching methods with new medias and' softwares.

Moreover, teachers and students had more skills in using the equipments in the sound laboratory.



3. Trouble in using the sound laboratory
There were the limitation of time, skill and attitude of the teachers. There were also
lack of material, software and budget.
4. Teachers' needs were the clear reguiation of managément of the sound laboratory in
the schools’ plan, sufficient amount of the equipments, laboratory teacher who would advise the
other teachers, training program concerning the use of laboratory for insiruction, encouraging the

students’ self learning in the sound laboratory.
