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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the effects of using two types
of retrieval cues on memory of french vocabulary meaning of Mathayom Suksa
5 students. The samples were 41 students studying French language from
Watthanothaipayap school, Chiang Mai Province. The instruments used in this
research were 1) 2 types of retrieval cues: picture presenting as a whole and
pictures presenting as a part 2) the memory test and 3) the questionnaire.

The data was analyzed using mean, S.D. and t - test




The results were as follows;

1. There was no statistically significant difference between the score of
memory test of students receiving different types of retrieval cues at
the .05.

2. There was no statistically signifipant difference between the opinions
of students receiving different types of retrieval cues at the .05.

Both groups strongly agreed that pictures were appropriate retrieval
cues. For the students who received pictures presenting as a part
strongly agreed with the process of increasing the amount of

pictures while presenting.
