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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to analyz the path of relationship betWeen various
factors and unaccountable behavior of secondary school students in Uttaradit province. The
samples were 306 students in academic year 1998. They were selected by two-stage random
sampling technique. The independent variables were divided into two grbups . The first group
was the oneself-cause variables were divided info three groups : (1) Heaith (2)
Psychological, Adjustment and Stress on Learning (3) Achievement. The second group was
the environment-cause variables were divided into two groups : {1} Home-cause variables
which were resident place and family (2) School-cause variables which were school
environment , teachers and friends. The dependent variable were unaccountable behavior.
The instruments used for coliecting data were seven set of data questionnaire were analyzed
by using method of recursive system path analysis by SPSS for WINDOWS and LISREL 8
program .The findings were as follow :

1. The Relationship between various factors and unaccountable behavior were as the

following diagram.
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The diagram can be explained as: '

1.1 Parents’ marital status ,making friend with others and stress on leaming
showed direct effect on unaccountable behavior.

1.2 Family economic status , resident place , birth order and authoutation
showed direct effect on-unaccountable behavior.

1.3 Leaming achievement , laissez-faire , teaching and rule of a class room ,
school and school regulations and psychological status showed both direct and indirect
effect on unaccountable behavior.

2. Learning achievement showed the highest total effect on unaccountable behavior
Laissez-faire , Family economic status , resident place , teaching and rule of class room ,
parents’ marital status , birth order , making friend with others , psychological status , stress

on learning , authoutation school and school regulation showed the less total effect.
