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The purposes of this research were 1) to explore the state of teaching and leaming

vocational courses in secondary schools under the Department of General Education, Dok Kham

Tai District, Phayoa Province, and 2) to seek guidelines for developing teaching and learning

vocational courses. The population in the research were school administrators, vocational teachers,

country change agents, development country agent, provincial work official, and personnel of

Tumbon Administration Organization, a total of 28 people. Instruments used for the research were

1} a questionnaire asking the opinions about the state of teaching and learning management, and

2) a Del Phi technique used for seeking the guidelines.

The results were as follows:

1. State of teaching and learning in school : The vocational courses offered were

limited by number of teacher, materials, and supplies. Local wisdom never were used as an

teaching assistant Community did not know much about school curriculum.

2. Guidelines for management of teaching and learning vocational courses were

summarized as follows:



Teachers should be promoted for developing their knowledge and experiences. 'i‘he
budgets of training material and supplies used in the courses should be more provided. Students
should be taught, emphasizing on the ability of job performance. Students should be able to
choose the courses as they like. Local wisdoms should be listed and should be announced for
their assistant. Parents should be informed for understanding of vocational course. The community

should be informed the curriculum and policy of vocational course.
