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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate using mathematics knowiedge in daily life
and the problems of using mathematics knowledge in daily life of primary school students. The
population of this study included 85 Prathom Suksa 6 Students from Tha Khum Ngoen School
Cluster, Mae Tha District Primary Education Office, Lamphun Province. The research instruments
were the test of using mathematics knowledge in daily life and the questionnaire concerning the
problems of using mathematics knowledge in daily life. The data were analyzed by using mean,
standard deviation, and percentage.

The results were as follows:

1. The scores of using mathematics in daily life of primary students based on knowledge
and understanding, computation skills. ahd word problem 'solving were : 57.58%, 52.35% and
45.09% respectively. The scores of using mathematics in daliy life of primary students based on 5
basic mathematics were ;: measurement 54.84%, algebra 54.90%, statistics 52.35%, numbers
46.41% and geometry 40.98%.
| 2. The problems of using mathematics knowledge in daily life of the primary students
were:

Teachers aspect : The teaching methods were teacher centered, not flexible, difﬁcult to

understand by students, lacked of teaching materials, emphasis on computation skills and did not



relate the knowledge to the daily life application. Furthermore, the téachers were assigned to do
the extra works and not keen in teaching mathematics.

Student aspect : The students tacked of computation skills and word problem solving
skills. They did not understand the lessons. Their learning readiness and opportunity in applying
the mathematics knowledge in daily life were at low level. Moreover, they were frequently absent
from class.

Guardian aspect : The guardians’ interest and attention concerning students’ learning
were at low level. They did not help students in applying the mathematics knowledge in daily life

appropriately. They couid not give the good advice for students’ leamning.
