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Abstract

This thesis , a documentary research study , was an atternpt to analytically and critically
examine Buddhist philosophy contents in the Thai language textbooks used at the upper secondary
education level as well as to recommend certain guidelines for more effective transmission of
those contents. Specifically, the Place of instruction was the Prapariyatti - Dhamma School,
General Education Stream. The Study categorized those contents into 3 groups, namely, ethical,
epistemological and metaphysical Teachings derived from 39 lessons.

It has found out that altogether 33 lessons contained certain amounts of Buddhist
philosophy contents mostly of ethical overtones. Epistemological and metaphysical implications,
on the other hand, were few. Recommended guidelines for more effective transmission of those
contents in classroom instruction were as follows:

As regards ethical contents the following methods be used : lecture ; stimulation of faith
and discreet contemplation (Yoniso - Manasikara) ; group discussion ; activity organization ; and

student self - study and report writing.



As regards epistemological contents the following methods be adopted : lechure;
discussion; activity organization; student self - study and report writing; and student self - practice
and experimentation.

As far as metaphysical contents were concerned , the following methods be used :

lecture ; question problem - posing ; discussion ; and activity organization.
