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The purposes of the research were to study the achievement and attitudes
concerning English language learning of Prathom Suksa 2 students taught by Play Way.
The research sample consisted of 20 Prathom Suksa 2 students, studying in the first
semester of 1999 academic year at Nong Khe School, Sawang Arom District, Uthai Thani
Province. The research instruments were the following:

(1) 10 lesson plans using Play Way for 43 Periods

(2) an English language achievement

(3) an English language learning attitudes Interview form

(4) an attitudes observation form

The coliected data were statistically analyzed, yielding the mean and standard
deviation. T-test was used for comparing pretest and posttest scores. The interview and
observation data were summarized and presented descriptively.

The findings are as follows :

1. The post-test achievement scores of the students learning English through Play
Way were higher than the pre-test achievement scores significantly at 0.01 level.

2. The students had positive attitudes towards English language learning through

Play way.
