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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study Attitudes of Mathayom Suksa 3 Students Toward
Global Education Through Utilization of Case Method for the Course Current Events (SOC 027) at
Pongsa School, Mae Hong Son Province. The research population comprised of 13 Mathayom Suksa
3 students who studied during the first semester of 1999 academic year; All were Karen students.
The research instruments were (1) five lesson plans using global education through utilization of case
method for the course Current Events (SOC 027). Each lesson lasted 50 Minutes for ten periods, and
(2) five Attitudes tests. Each attitude test included cognitive component and affective component.

Research findings were as follows:

1. Attitudes toward global education through utilization of case method for the course
Current Events (SOC 027) as was revealed by the cognitive test component was very good.

2. Attitudes toward global education through utilization of case method for the course

Current Events (SOC 027) as was revealed by the affective test component was good.
