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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to study the concept of socialization,
practices, learning exchanges and mechanics as well as internal and external
conditions dealing with community’s forest reservation. Qualitative method, non-
structured , participant and non-participant and focus-group discussion were used in
data collection.

Findings reveal that the ways of life, as well as, systems of thoughts of former
time vilagers depened on natural resources ! earth, water and forest. Such beliefs
were passed on to community's members through personal experiences, trial and
errar practices, and intra-group exchanges.

Regarding the transformation of community's forest reservation concept, the
most important content was the emphasis on the value of natural environment and its
impact on life, the relationship between man and his environment. Various methods

of knowledge transmission, such as, participating in family works, in cousin’s farm,



directed instructing, telling tales, singing folk songs or joining rites were used at the
family level. While knowledge exchange forum, general discussion, participating in
important ceremonies, tree-ordaining ceremony were usually used by community
leaders, the elderly as well as groups and organizations.

T»he intra-_community socialization was not static. Social, economical, and
political changes directly impacted the community movement. Government policy
on national forest reservation and forma! schooling are key facotrs which effect

appropriate socialization.
