Abstract

The purpose of the study were to compare risk nutritional status of pregnang
woman before and after intervention. Age and economic status of the women, as a
relevance factors, will also be compared. Subjects of the study were 35 pregnant women
who came for antenatal care (ANC.) during November 1999 to February 2000 in sub
district public health and hospital at Sermngam, Khao-kha, Hang-chat and Mae-moh,
Lampang Province. '

The subjects participated the Nutritional modification process to reduce risk of
Low Weight Birth. Data were collected by interview, Vallop Curve and analyzed for
percentage, mean, standard deviation by SPSS for windows.
