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Abstract

This study was conducted in order to study the siate and needs
concerning guidance services of the students at Lamphun Sangha College,
Mahachulalongkormrajavidyalaya University, Chiang Mai Campus, Lumpﬁun
Province. The sample population for the study consisted of 137 sangha students.

The study was conducted by mean of a set of questionnaires delineating their rating on
scale. The reliability of the questionnaires was 0.97. The datas collected mean
analyzed in order to find out percentage mean and standard deviation.
