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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to construct a supplementary book on the
vertebrates for Prathom Suksa 6 Students and to find out the students’ opinions about
the book.  The instruments used in this study included the supplementary book, quality
assessment and the students’ opinionnaire concerning the book. The subjects of study were
25 Prathom Suksa 6 students of Rajbahat Institute Demonstration School in the second
semester, Academic Year 2000. The construction of the book began with selecting of the
target group of students, studying the Prathom Suksa curriculum and determining content
outlines and illustrations, and then consulting the educational experts for approval. The
supplementary books were distributed to 25 students to read and then they answered the
opinionnaire concerning the book. The data collected were calculated by using means and
standard deviations.

The findings were as follows :

1. The supplementary book on the vertebrates for Prathom Suksa 6 Students
contained the sub-topics of spine characteristics of those animals, foeds, reproduction,
movements and their inhabit. The book size was 21 x 25 centimetres with 25 pages.

2. The students’ opinions on the supplementary book found was satisfactory.
