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Abstract

The purpose was to study the desire for the information services of students of
the senior-primary-level classes at Wat Phuak Chang Municipal School through the
use of questionnaires where 68 students of senior-primary-level classes were sampled
during the second semester of academic year of 1999. The statistics applied for analysis
were frequency, percentage, average and standard deviation.

The conclusion of the study were:

1. As for the need for information services relating to education of the students,
the most important item was the need for information on enroliment for the secondary-level
class 1.

2. Regarding occupation, the most important item was the details of
characteristic of various octgupation. The top three occupations selected by students
were Military / Police service, Physician and Government Official, in order of preference.

3. The need for information services relating to private matter and society, the
most important item was how to dress properly and suitably.

4. There are five needs for information services, these are: field trips, exhibition,

slide vidios, radio and television programs, and health service.
