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Abstract

This research was to study the opinions of Prathom Suksa 5 and 6 Students on the
School’s disciplinary affairs. Sample consisted of 80 students in Prathom Suksa 5and 6
of Wat Sripingmuang Municipal School , Chiang Mai Province, enrolled in 1" semeste of
2000. Rating scale created by the researcher which had the reliability at 0.93 was used
to gather the students’ opinions. Statistics used were frequency, percentage, average,
mean and standard deviation.

The research findings were as follows:

Disciplinary Affair : Students’ opinions were that they should participate in
initiating the idea for activities concerning disciplinary affairs. Rules should be informed
to the teachers, students, and students’ parents.

Disciplines : Students suggested that the school publicly praise well behaved
students. Students should dress properly and be trained to have good manner in the
meeting hall.

Prevention and improving indecent behavior of students: students voiced
opinion on their teachers that they ought to love, understand and provide advice to them.

They should arrange activities in which students can learn to have appropriateself



presentation, Besides, before any punishment, students should know the reason of their
mistake.

The suggestion of students toward administration: students suggested that there
should not be a physical punishment. Teachers should talk politely to students, let
students voluntarily participate in activities, and have some measures to control students’
going outside the school area.

In addition, there should be more activities to build up students’ disciplines and
funding and activities fo promote having courtercy towards others.

In term of participating in administration, it was suggested that students should
help in keeping places clean and orderly obey the disciplionary rules, as well as
