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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the effectiveness of using group
activities for the development of personality. The subjects were 10 students, who were
randorhly selected from Mathayom Suksa 2 students at Montfort College School,

Chiang Mai. The students were taugh 10 group activities for five weeks. The data was-
collected using a questionnaire which evaluated the students’ level of self-confidence and
human relations’ skills. The data was analyzed statistically and reported in percentage,
mean and standard deviation, and t-test. The results showed that the students’ level of

_self—confidence and human relations’ skills were quoted as higher after attending the group

activities than before, at the significant level of .05.
