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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the use of group
activities to increase assertive behavior for Prathom Suksa 5 students at Wat Srisuphan
Municipal School, Chiang Mai Province. The sampte comprised 10 students and the
data was collected from those students who acted in activities, for example, reporting
on the topics of discussion. The method of this study was based on the analysis of the
comparative scores of assertive behavior of students before and after using the program
under the three factors, as they are ; their speech factor, acting factor and giving their
reasons. The data was analysed using standard deviation, mean and t-test and its
results are as follow; |

After the students participated in the program, their assertive behavior was

higher than before the experiment, significantly at the .05 level.
