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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study teacher’s attitudes toward child centered
teaching in Chiang Mai Municipal Schools. The population of this study was 200 teachers.
Data were collected in first semester, academic year 2000 using self-constructed attitude test.
The test comprised 4 aspects : (1.) lesson plan for leaming activities, (2.) usage of learning
media, (3.) measurement and evaluation, and (4.) learning and understanding of child centered
teaching.

The results revealed that teacher’s attitudes toward child centered teaching in Chiang
Mai Municipal Schools in 4 aspects ar¢ in good level. There was 1o significant difference in
attitade of the teachers when gender, age and teaching experiences were taken into
consideration. There was no significant difference of attitudes toward lesson plan for learning
activities and the measurement and evaluation. But there was significant difference in attitudes

toward the usage of learning media and learning and understanding of child centered teaching.
