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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to develop a pattern of counseling for Civil Technology
students at Rajamangala Institute of Technology Northern Campus. The population consisted of 177
students and 20 academic advisors in 1999 academic year. Instrumentation used were questionnaires
asking students about their problems and needs of counseling and asking advisors about the level and
problems of their counseling. Data were analyzed through uses of frequencies, percentages, means
and standard deviations. Then, the analytical results and recommendations provided by students and
advisors were synthesized a counseling pattern.

The resulis of this study were as follows:

1. Academic counseling: Students’ nced for academic counseling, ievel of counseling
provided by advisors, problems of counseling as perceived by students, and problems of advisors in
providing counseling were rated at mediuvm levels.

2. Students’ conduct: Students’ need for counseling on their conduct and their problems of
asking for counseling were rated moderately. Advisors perceived their problems of providing

counseling as moderate while they rated high on their level of counseling.



3. Other aspects: Examples, the virtue and morals promotion activities were rated as high
need. Advisors’ provision of counseling on these activities was also rated highly. Students’ problem
of asking for advice and advisors’ problem of providing advice were rated at medium levels.

4. A counseling pattern for Civil Technology students: It could be conciuded that a specific
place with related bulletin board should be provided. Time schedules should be appropriately and
consistently set up. There should be two groups of advisors, academic and general advisors.
Counseling should be provided for normal cases and for specific cases in order to be suitable with

students’ needs and problems.
