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Abstract

The objectives of this independent study were to study the use of libraries as
instructional resources for Prathom Suksa 6 Students and to study the library
management, the problems and the needs for the provision of instructional activities
in private elementary schools in Muang Lamphun District. The population were 4
school librarians, 27 teachers and 205 Prathom Suksa 6 students from 4 private
schools. The questionnaire was used for data collection. The data was analyze by
frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The results of the study were
as follow :

Conceming the use of school libraries for instruction, most teachers
had prepared lesson plans by searching the information from publications in the
library, assigning the students to read newspapers in the library or other reading
comers, writing a report by searching from materials in library, observing the
students in the library, encouraging students to join reading promotion activities

such as drawing, essay reading and writing contests.



Concering library management, most of the libraries were 2 classroom size.
The libraries were opened all day and responsible by the school librarians. Their
services were book circulation, library using orientation and information services.

School librarians, teachérs and students found that the problems of libraries
were numbers of books, the library size, and classtifier of the books.

In relation to the needs of teachers and students, it was found that the
teachers would like the librarians to have full responsibities at the libraries and
provide the activities for promoting reading. Students needed supplementary books
in all subjects, newspapers, journals, fables, novels, cartoon and picture books.

Finally the librarians expressed their opinions that the library should be the
place to encourage the students to read and gain wider knowledge. The students’
opinions concerning library were that the library was very useful, could be the
place for them to use their free time valuable, enhance their creative thinking,

form reading habits, and make them enjoyable and relaxing.
