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Abstract

The purposes of this independent study were to investigate the conditions of
teachers’ organization of instruction of Prathom Suksa 1 Thai Language skill area and to
study the problems encountered by school administrators concerning the organization of-
supporting factors relating to the instruction of Prathom Suksa 1 Thai language skill
area. The population studied included 44 teachers teaching Prathom Suksa 1 Thai
language and 44 school administrators affiliated to the Office of Mae Sariang District
Primary Education, Mae Hong Son province. A questionnaire relating to the conditions
and problems of teachers’ organization of instruction of Prathom Suksa 1 Thai language
skill area and the other one relating to problems concerning the organization of
supporting factors relating to the instruction of Prathom Suksa 1 Thai language skill area
were used for data collecting which were then analyzed through computing percentages
and idea grouping in descriptive writing. Tables accompanied by description were then

presented.



The major findings were as follows:

1. The conditions of teachers’ organiza tion of instruction of Prathom
Suksa 1 Thai Language skill area.

Most teachers conducted their own curriculum analysis and supplementary
document, lesson planning, instructional materials, and the preparation of measurement
and evaluation tools. Students were provided with the opportunity to interact with
materials in instructional process. The measurement and evaluation were aimed at
improving teaching and learning efficiency. As for the development of instructional
guidelines, the increased knowledge about lesson plan preparations and staff
development were made through the exchange of ideas and comments while
instructional media and measurement and evaluation were developed through studying
related documents, texts, and research reports.

2. The problems concerning the instructional organization of teachers
teaching Prathom Suksa I Thai language skill area.

The teachers encountered various problems including the curriculum analysis
due to inadequacy of supplementary documents, learning and teaching activities
irrelevant to students’ real life, and shortage of local resource persons. In the teaching
preparatory stage, teachers had to teach many classes and were assigned to do foo many
extra tasks besides teaching classes which caused inadequ‘ate time for doing teaching
preparation. Additional problems included less and not varying instructional media, lack
of budget and materials for constructing the media. In teaching presentation stage, the
problems included shortage of local wisdom resources as well as inadequate
coordination, the students’ different and unequal background of knowledge, and parents
being unable to guide and assist their children’s homework. Regarding the evaluation
stage, the problems involved teachers’ insufficient knowledge and skills to do test
construction as well as less time for seif-development, and students’ achievement being
lower than the criterion set in learning objectives which teachers had to provide the

remedial teaching. Concerning the ways of improving learning and teaching activities,



teachers encountered more problems on teaching techniques and lack of opportunity to
pursue various aspects of self-development due to teaching many classes and being
assigned to do many other tasks besides teaching.

3. The school administrators’ problems concerning the organization of
supporting factors relating to the instruction of Prathom Suksa 1 Thai language
skill area.

As for instructional materials and equipment, the problems covered shortage of
budgets, the administrators having too many tasks so that they could not monitor the
follow-up evaluation, and the teachers’ inadequate knowledge and skills in making their
own teaching materials. Regarding the resource units, the problems included insufficient
budgets to support teachers participating in workshops, shortage of budgets to use local
. wisdom resource for supporting iearning and teaching activities, and also scarcity of
books textbooks, and other documents. Concerning supervisory aspect, some teachers
were inconsistently supervised and lacked proper coordination. As for the application of
the collegial o.r the internal supervision, some teachers lacked confidence, knowledge

and competence in supervising among each other, as well as the limited number of

personnel.
