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Abstract

This research aimed to study rearing process and development of 0-5 year
Karen Children in Pamawlaw Village, Mae Sarieng District. Data were collected through
in depth interview technique along with non-participatory observation on 35 children
reared in the village by their parents. Child development assesment inventory, invented
by the Department of Health, Ministry of Public Health, was also applied to evaluated the
child’s development. According to obtained data, it could be concluded that :

1. The persons who reared the child were mother themselves or grand parents
of the children. All of the rearing persons gave a high attention in the child’'s health care
as well as promoted development of the child in terms of physical, mental and social
dimensions. Regarding to physical environment, media and equipment to promote
learning activities for the children were considered not enough.

2. Regarding to rearing process that affected the child’s health, it was found
that the process covered food preparation, taking care of body clean, health-habit
practice, health promoting and developmental activities. The community paid a

significant roles in promoting health promoting activities for the children.




3. Factors affecting rearing processes Covered

3.1 families readiness, including the parent’'s knowledge and understanding
in child's health and development through well suggestion of health personnel and the
community health volunteer. Careers and certainty income of the parents were another
factors that enable them to give a good care of the children.

3.2 Socio-cultural factors that included the community way of life,
educational background, as well as close-relationship between the families and the
whole community enable the parents to manage good rearing process in terms of
preparing proper foods, health care and promoted leaning skills for the children.

3.3 The community leaders, namely ; the village's head persons, members
of village administrative organization, as well as the community health volunteer gave a
good care of the children.

3.4 Local public officers gave a strong support in conducting health
promoting activities for the children continuously.

4, Most of the childs have pasted the developmental criterion for certain age

levels posted by the Department of Health, Ministry of Public Health.
