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Abstract

The objectives of this independent study were to study the opinions and needs of
parents concerning moral development in the primary section of Montfort College. The
sample consisted of 327 parents in the second semester, academic year 2000. The instrument
used 1o collect the data was questionnaire, divided into 3 parts: personal data of the parents,
parents’ opinions, and parents’ needs concerning moral development. The collected data were
analyzed through frequencies, percentages, arithmetic mean and standard deviations and then
presented by tables and detailed descriptions. The findings were as follows:

1. Parents’ opinions concerning teaching activities and extra curricular activities were
in high level. Parents suégesled school 10 held activities which encourage students to
consistently behave well, and these activities should involve school, students and parents.

2. Parents’ opinions concerning environments which help to develop student’s
morality were in high level, Parents wanted students to gain experiences from several kinds of
environment; teachers and students should participate in selecting the appropriate
environment.

3. Parents’ opinions concerning school’s sta{f were in high level. In addition, parents
thought that the school should further enrich the staff and teaching system regarding morality.
The teachers should Be the good models for students, abstaining from dealing with them in

bad temper.
