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Abstract

The purposes of current study were to examine the English reading-writing
abilities, and reading habits of students being taught through extensive reading
activities. The samples were 23 Mathayom Suksa 4/4 students taking an English
reading-writing course {Eng. 025) in the fist semester of the 2001 academic year at
Chiangmai University Demonstration School, Muang District, Chiang Mai. The research
instruments included 5 lesson plans focused on extensive reading activities, an English
reading-writing ability test and a reading habit questionnaire. The English reading-
writing ability test and the reading habit guestionnaire were administered to all subjects
before and after a 10-week experiment. The data were analyzed using means, standard
deviations, coefficient of variation, paired-t-test and t-test.

Analyses of data resulted in the following findings:

1. After the treatment period, the English reading-writing abilities of students
were at a good level and significantly higher at the .01 level compared to prior of
experiment.

2. After the treatment period, the reading habits of students were at a

moderate level and significantly higher at the .01 level compared to prior of experiment.
