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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop English oral response journai
activities, to study students’ listening and speaking abilities and to compare students’
self-confidence before and after being taught with English oral response journal
activities. The subjects were 18 students in science-math programme who took the
listening and speaking course in the second semester of the academic year 2000 at
Suksasongkhraw Chiang Mai School, Maerim District, Chiang Mai. The research
instruments consisted of 4 lesson plans, a listening-speaking interview test and a self-
confidence questionnaire. The questionnaire was administered to survey the students’
self-confidence before and after learning. And after learning, the students’ tistening and
speaking was assessed. The data obtained were analyzed by using mean, percentage
and standard deviation.

The findings revealed that the students’ listening and speaking abilities after
learning through English oral response journal activities were at the good level.

In addition, the self-confidence of the students was significantly increased after learning.
