Abstract

The research study of the assessment on the social immersion project of
Montfort College, Chiang Mai, was conducted under the CIPP Model which, apart from
studying the probiems, the obstacles, and the recommendations, framed within the
Context, the Input, the Process and the Product of this project. For the analytical study, the
statistical measures of percentage, means and standard deviation were then applied an
the data collected from sets of questicnnaire surveyed from the population of 40 teachers
and samples of 322 students. The compilation and analysis of this study revea!l the
followings : -

The sample groups of teachers and students see themselves pariicipating in the
project implemented within the context which highly answered to their felt needs, people
and authority concerned greatly support the operation, and the objectives of this projects
also enormously correspond to the much needed beliefs and values.

Concluding from the Input perspective, the study shows that teachers expressed
their uncertainty if the number of vehicles and instrument served were enough, if the hand-
book used was clear, and whether they themselves as well as the concerned resource

person properly understood the project objectives. However, when included the students’



opinion, the conclusive picture the study indicates that participants agreed with the
appropriateness of the activities initiated, the clarity of the instruction and rules set and
the one-day programme conducted.

The teachers and students collectively agreed with the Process of this project.
They expressed that the process gave them first-hand experiences and they could realize
the differences and the simpilicity of life.

The teachers and students assessed the Product of and collectively agreed with
this project. They testified that this social immersion project enhance more new
experiences, new knowledge and understanding. They could better appreciate local
culture and wisdom. Not only did they learnt the value of giving free gifts to others from the
project, they also gained the idea that they could contribute something to others in their
daily living.

The research findings present a few problems and difficuities such as the
constrain of the over-laping of time between this social immersion project against other
aclivities, there is still insufficient understanding of the project objectives among the
participating teachers and students which resulted in uncooperative involvement of some
participants, and the tension caused by the distance which proved to be too far when ran
the project within the time and through the activities initiated.

The findings also recommend that teachers and students should, together, set
their plan regarding the groupings of the participants, and the activities and places to
implement this social immersion project. The same findings suggest that in order to pursue
and disseminate the values discovered and appreciated such as the values of simplicity
of life and the value of self sacrifice for the benefit of the common good, these values
could also be emphasized through some other already existing activities such as the
social and library voiunteer groups through which new meanings could be given to these,
~ other wise, ordinary activities. Lastly the study recommends the school to make this

project better and wider known to the parents, the alumni and the society at large.
