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Abstract

The purpose of this research was o explore the roles of parents on children
health promotion, health status of infants and relationship between parenis’ roles and
health status of infants in Child Education Center. The population included 25 parents
and 25 infants. The research tools were a guestionnaire, an infant health status record
and an interview form. The data obtained were analyzed by frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation and Pearson's Product Moment Contigency Correlation.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The roles of parents who got a children health promotion service in Child
Education Center were at the good level. These six roles included nutrition care, health
care, accident and harm prevention, child development promotion, relaxation and
napping care, and taking care of the infants’ sickness.

2. The health status of infants in Child Education Center such as, physical
growth, development level and illness was at the good level.

3. The roles of parents on children health promotion had positive correlation

with the health status of infants.
