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Abstract

This independent study investigated internal educational quality assurance
activities in schools attached to the Office of Mueang Lampang District Primary
Education. Population under study comprised 68 school administrators and assistant
school administrators for academic affairs, and 66 academic teachers attached to
the above Office in the 2001 academic vear. Instrument used was a questionnaire
with items covering essential of the forementioned topic. The collected data
were then analyzed through the applications of percentage and frequency.

The findings could be summarized as follows:

Most of the population agreed that activities for internal educational
quality assurance in learner quality, instruction and school administration were
performed as a whole. But there were some problems found. ie., lack of budget
supporting the development, teachers did not change teaching behavior, students
had family problems, teachers did not have knowledge and ability for specific
task, teachers were adapting too slow for the change, students had dissatisfied
achievement. and lack of promotion for community to participate in  school

development.
