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Abstract

This study investigated academic affairs perfornance in primary schools,

Hang Dong-Ban Tan School Cluster, Hot District, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study
comprised 118 teachers from the forementioned School Cluster in the 2001 academic year.
Instrument used was a questionnaire containing items relevant to the topic under examination.
Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

Findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents revealed that almost all tasks of academic affairs in primary
schools were performed in relation to curriculum, instructional arrangement, instructional
materials and aids, and measurement and evaluation. But there were some tasks that were not
fulfilled such as curmriculum implementation evaluation, analysis of relationship between
curriculum and study plans, usage of student learning achievement from the previous year in
instructional planning, research on classroom-instruction activities, arranged for student
individual inventory, report and evaluation of instructional materials and aids usage, systematic
storing of instructional materials and aids, gave report on evaluation results in the academic
meeting, developed evaluation instrument covering learning objectives, and pretest students for

basic knowledge before attending the new class.
