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ABSTRACT

The study was an experimental research with one subject group basing on
pretest-posttest design. The objective was to study the effect of group activities on
self-esteem of certificate in vocational education electronics students, Chiang Mai
Technical College. The sample was of 12 students. The instrument included 8 session
plans of group activities and self-esteem test which came in 2 part-respondent’s general
information and self-esteem test items. The researcher collected data before and after
the activity sessions then analyzed them in terms of frequency and percentage. The
effect of the activities on self-esteem was presented in term of means and standard
deviation prior and after taking part in the sessions and paired sample t-test. it was
found that the mean score of self-esteem after the sessions was higher than that before

sessions at .05 level of statistical significance demonstrating that the activity sessions

increased students’ seff-esteem.
