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ABSTRACT

The Study was to examine the attitude toward family and education institutions of the

Certificate in Vocational Education students, Lampang College of Commerce and Technology,

who enrolled in 204 semester of 2001 academic year. The sample consisted of 60 students.

Statistics used included frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. Instrument was

semantic differential scale. It was found that the sampled students had good attitude toward

family and educational institutions. Regarding the objects to which the attitude was, the subjects

had good attitude toward father, mother, and family. For those in educational institution, the

subjects had good attitude toward the school and relatively goodkattitude toward the teacher.
