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Abstract

This study investigated collegial supervision in private preprimary schools,
Mueang Chiang Mai District. Sample under study comprised 245 preprimary teachers
from the private schools mentioned above in the 2001 academic year. Iastrument used
was a questionnaire containing items relevant to the topic under examination. Collected
data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

Findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents expressed that the private preprimary schools did perform
every aspect of collegial supervision. The details were : making list of tasks before
school opened, meeting for collegial supervision planning, suggesting teachers to help
other regarding instructional activities, encouraged teacher to improve instructional
activities after classroom visit, prepared task activities schedule, conversed together for
understanding and knowledge on instructional situations, introduced school's
instructional arrangements in the orientation for new teachers, arranged training on self
development, and arranged training on self evaluation according to educational quality

assurance system.
