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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to construct the Measurement Instruments of Feeling
and Reason Underlying the Behavior of sacrifice and others person help, self-control, responsibility
and self- discipline and development determination of Lower Secondary Students (2) to find qualities
of the Measurement Instruments of Feeling and Reason Underlying the Behavior of Social
Reciprocal Life of Lower Secondary School Students (3)to Construct norms and (4) to study the
relationships between feeling and reason underlying the behavior of social reciprocal Life. The
Samples of this research were lower secondary school students under Office of Phayao
Provincial Primary Education. The samples were divided into three groups, 1,692 students
altogether : 400 students chosen by Cluster Random Sampling used for forming questions and
choices, 700 students chosen by Cluster Random Sampling used for finding the discrimination
powers and construct validity, and 592 students chosen by Stratified Random Sampling used for
reliability, norms and relationships between feeling and reason underlying the behavior of social
reciprocal live. The findings were as follows:

1. The Measurement Instruments of Feeling and Reason Underlying the Behavior of
Social Reciprocal Life consist of 2 parts. 1) the Measurement Instruments of Felling to the
Behavior of Social Reciprocal Life in rating scales 2) the Measurement Instruments of Reason
Underlying the Behavior of Social Reciprocal Life were in a5 situational alternative form. Each

part was divided into 4 Measurement Instruments: items of sacrifice and others person help, 16



items of self - control,23 items of responsibility and self- discipline and 20 items of m development
determination.

2. There was face validity of the Measurement Instruments of Feeling and Reason
Underlying the Behavior of Social Reciprocal Life which were commented by experts at the 3in
5 up ward. The discrimination powers of the Measurement Instruments of Feeling and Reason
Underlying the Behavior of Social Reciprocal Life were statistically significant at .05,.01 and .001
level. There was construct validity of the Measurement Instruments of Reason Underlying the
Behavior of Social Reciprocal Life by technique of factor analysis, loading of each items were
more than .30. The reliability of the 8 Measurement Instruments were performed by the
coefficient of alpha, the 4 Measurement Instruments of Feeling to the Behavior of Reason
Underlying the Behavior of Social Reciprocal Life were .7560 to .8114

3. The norms of the Measurement Instruments of Feeling and Reason Underlying the
Behavior of Social Reciprocal Life were 19 to 81.

4, The relationships between feeling and reason underlying the behavior of social
reciprocal Life in responsibility and self-discipline and development determination were statistically
significant at .01 and .05 level with low positively relationships, in sacrifice and others person help

and self-control were not statistically significant.
