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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to compare the students’ English listening-
speaking abilities and attitudes toward English learning before and after being taught
with the comprehension-based approach. The subjects were 15 first year certificate
vocational education students who studied an English course in the second semester of
the academic year 2002 at Metro Technolo@y School. The experimental instrument
consisted of eight comprehension-based approach lesson plans, an English listening-
speaking ahility test, and an attitude test. Both the listening-speaking ability test and the
attitude test were administered before and after the experiment. The data obtained were
analyzed by using mean and siandard deviation.

The findings revealed that the students’ English iistening-speaking abilities were
higher, and the attitudes toward English learning were positively higher after being

taught with the comprehension-based approach.
