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Abstract

This independent study was aimed to investigate creative writing abilities of Prathom
Suksa 5 Students taught through creative writing using newspapers as teaching materials.

The sample used in this experiment included 45 students, purposively selected, of
Prathom Suksa 5 from Puttisopon School, Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province.
The instruments applied in gathering data included 12 lesson plans of teaching creative writing
through newspapers which each plan contained 1 hour period and the creative writing ability
test consisting of 20 items. The data collected through the test before and after teaching were
analyzed by means, standard deviations and t-test.

The findings revealed that the students taught through creative writing using
newspapers as teaching materials obtained higher scores than before teaching at .001 level of

significance.
