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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to compare the students' creative English

writing abiiities and to study the creative problem solving abilities of Matthayom Suksa 4

students before and after learning through the Question-Based Strategies. The target group

was Matthayom Suksa 4/5 students taking the English reading and writing course

(Eng.025A) in the second semester of the academic year 2002 at Chiang Mai University

Demonstration School, Muang District, Chiangmai Province. The experimental instruments

were 9 lesson plans using Question-Based Strategies. Each plan contains 2 periods and a

period was 50 minutes. The data collecting instruments were creative English writing ability

test and creative problem solving ability test. The research procedures compriséd of testing

students’ creative writing and problem solving abilities before and after learning through

these 9 lesson plans. The data obtained were analyzed by using percentage, mean and

standard deviation,



The findings were as follows :

1. The creative English writing abilities of the students learning through the
Question-Based Strategies were higher.

2. The creative problem solving abilities of the students learning through the

Question-Based Strategies were also higl’{er.
