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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine the students’ competence in
silent reading from the concept mapping of passage summary.

The subjects of this study were 25 Prathom Suksa 4 students in the
second semester of the 2003 academic year at Pattanavit School, Sanpathong
District, Chiang Mai province. The instruments used in this study were 1) ten
instructional plans based on concept mapping for silent reading one-hour for each
plan : with after-teaching note 2) competence examination, and silent reading ability
test.

The collected data were analysed through means, standard deviations, and
t-test.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. Students improved their silent reading competency from the instruction

based on concept mapping.

2. Students’ competence in silent reading after the instruction was found

to be higher than before at the .01 level of significance.
