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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to investigate the creative writing ability of
Mathayom Suksa 3 students learning through pictures.

The samples studied included 26 Mathayom suksa 3 students at Sahasuksa
School, Chiang Mai Province in the semester of the academic year 2002 .The instruments
used in this study were five creative writing instructional plans — 2 periods for each plan and
each period lasted 50 minutes, a creative writing ability test. The collected data were
analyzed through means, standard deviations, and T-test.

It was found that the post — test mean score of students learning through
creative writing plans with pictures of people, animals, views, sports, places and cultures as
instructional media was higher than the pre - test mean score at the .01 level of

significance.
