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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate attitude towards AIDS of upper secondary
school students. The sample of this study was composed of 174 students of 5 o Matthayomsuksa
at Kavilavitayalai School, Chiang Mai province. The data were collected in the second semester
of the academic year 2002 using an attitude test constructed by the researcher. The test covered 3
parts : the affect about AIDS, the cognition and the behavior about AIDS. The reliability basing
on Cronbach’s Alpha Coefficient qu,-'0.84- ‘The researcher used SPSS for Windows to analyze
the obtained data to derive frequenc;ieé, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results showed that the students had a correct level of attitude towards AIDS,
