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ABSTRACT

This research employed case study to examine social behavior of a child with
attention deficit hyperactivity disorder who was one of a students in an inclusive education class
of Pratom Suksa 3 at Ban Sala School, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai Province. Data were
collected from student record, the child’s self image drawing, informal interview with the
teachers, friends, and the student himself, and observation form. The researcher classified the data
to analyze the child’s social behavior towards teachers, friends, and others. |

We was found that, in regard to constructive social behavior, the child had shown
social manner, respect to adﬁlt; concerns for other people and behaving according to rules because
of training and attention paid. In regard to negative soctal behavior, the child had behaviors of
talking too loud, being hyperactive, saying out while the teécher was teaching, disturbing the
teacher’s instruction, and inability to play with friends for long because of short attention span
and inability to conform to the complex rule. Regarding aggressive behavior, the child’s fighting
with friends was caused by his attention deficit hyperactivity disorder and inability to undersatnd

on the part of people who are concerned with the child.
