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Abstract

This independent study investigated the readiness for external assessment
of schools attached to the office of Hot District Primary Education, Chiang Mai province.
The population comprised 37 school administrators in the academic year B.E.2545. The
instrument was the multiple choice and open — ended questionnaire. The collected data
were analyzed through the application of frequency and percentage.

The major findings indicated that the readiness for external assessment
concerning administration and information system establishment, educational standard
development, and educational quality auditing were low.

However, the educational quality development plan implementation and
educational quality development planning were moderate and high mark respectively.

Regarding the problems were found that lack of modern technology for data
collection, lack of knowledge, understanding and awareness for educational quality
development planning, inadequate plan implementation, and improper supervision,

auditing of the relevant units were indicated.
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
