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ABSTRACT

The study was aimed to investigate the use of teachers’ questions in teaching
social studies at Chondaen — Wangpong school group, Phetchabun Province. Types of
questions, question characteristics and teachers' questioning techniques were
examined. The population in this research was 15 social studies teachers during the
second semester of the 2002 academic year. The research instruments included a
guestionnaire for demographic data and a teaching observation form used to collect
data regarding types of questions, its characteristics, and techniques. Each teacher
was observed three occasions, 50 minutes each time. Data for this descriptive research
were analyzed and presented in percentages using tables.

The results of this study were as follows:

The majority of the social studies teacher at Chondaen — Wangpong school
group, mostly utilized low order thinking questions while teaching. Moreover, most of
teachers tended to pose questions to everyone in classes and sometimes teachers were
impatient with students when asking questions. It was evident that teachers did not
have question plans and questions were directed by contents in students’ textbook, i.e.,
teachers emphasized more on meanings and definitions of words than students’ own

thinking.
