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Abstract

This research was to compare the siudents’ self — concept and social adjustment
by gender, schoal class, and fields of study, and to find out the relationship between
self — concept and social adjustment. The sample included 200 third and forth year
continuing undergraduate students in the Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University,
who were enrolled in second semester of 2003 academic year. The instruments used
were self -- concept and social adjustment tests. The findings are as follows:

1. The coniinuing students had self — concept at moderate level. Male and
female students did not differ in their self — concept. Third and forth years students'
self — concept differed at .05 level of significance. Students with different fields of study
did not differ in their self — concept.

2. The students had moderate levet of social adjustment. Male and female
students had different social adjustment at .01 level of statistical significance. Third and
forth years students had ne difference in their social adjustment. Students majoring in
business administration and those in health education had different social adjustment at
.05 level of statistical significance.

3. Students’ seif concept and social adjustment related with .01 statistical

significant.
