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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (a) to investigate the English listening-speaking
abilities of Mathayum Suksa 3 students during and after being taught through role play activities
based on comumunicative approach and (b) to compare students’ motivation before and after being
taught through role play activities based on communicative approach. The population comprised
of 12 Mathayom Suksa 3 students who took the basic English course (English 015) in the first
semester of the academic year 2002 at Pingkarattana School, Muang District, Chiang Maj
Province. The experiment followed the one group design. The research instrument consisted of
five lesson plans, students’ assignments which were the role play activities, an interviewing test,
and a motivation questionnaire. The students® English listening-speaking abilities were assessed
during the role play activities in each lesson plan. After being taught through role play activities
based on communicative approach for five lesson plans, the students’ English listening-speaking
abilities were tested by the interviewing test. The motivation questionnaire was admistered before
and after the experiment. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, and standard

deviation.



The findings revealed that:

1. The students” English listening-speaking abilities scores passed the preset
criteria of 60 percent after the students were taught through role play activities based on
communicative approach.

2. The students” motivation was higher after they were taught through role

play activities based on communicative approach.
