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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the original and development of Tai Yai
woven cloth products and to propose the designs of products at Ban Mai Mok Cham, Mae Ai
District, Chiang Mai Province. The population were 6 cloth weavers, 4 community leaders,

50 product consumers and 3 designers in Chiang Mai. The instruments used were a
questionnaire and interviewing. Data were analyzed by categorizing into group, computing in
mean and standard deviation.

Ban Mai Mok Cham was settled in 1963 by Tai Yai people who migrated from Mae Sai
district of Chiang Rai province. Now there are 414 households with a number of population of
1,852, The majority of population engaged in farming as a major occupation. They also had
some minor occupations such as weaving, Sa paper making and silverware making.

Tai Yai woven cloths have been produced here at the time the 7ai Yai people settled
down. Later, they received the support from the Northem Center of Industrial Promotion by

providing instructors to teach them more techniques of weaving. After the first leaner group was



trained they had used the knowledge as' their occupation and taught other people. The methods
of teaching how to weaving was the method of transfer the knowledge continuously to people
who were interested.in cloth weaving. The identity descriptions of Tai Yai woven cloth were

“that the weft knitting decorated with a-dark color tene whereas the warp knitting used a light
color tone. The patterns were later created and applied from that of the brocade and Teen Jok
cloth in order to be in accordance with 7ai Yai style.

The design of woven cloth-was created by considering its usage that-could be used in-
various occasions. In addition, the designs were depended on the figure and skin color of the
users. The important thing was the design should keep and be the identity of Tai Yai so that the
cloth would be conserved.

The productsthat the designers deigned and met the need of consumers most were
lamterns, bags, purses, and name-card boxes. For the cloth products, the consumers needed were

special occasion suits and work suits.
